GENERAL: Commissioner Stapleton gave a brief update to the council stating we are currently waiting on the completion of the gas line for the generator. She also let the council know that the library will be hosting a fundraiser at Antique Acres and are still looking for volunteers to serve meals. Commissioner Stapleton mentioned the library has raised approximately $231,798 toward the new building construction project and the new flags are here and have been placed in the appropriate places.
Chief Cross entered the meeting at 6:15 p.m.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson approving Clerk Kurtz to attend the annual Iowa League of Cities Conference to be hosted in Waterloo on September 28th - 30th with a $220 registration fee. Motion carried.
STREETS/STORMWATER: RESOLUTION 1780-22 - A RESOLUTION APPROVING ENTERING A FUNDING AGREEMENT WITH THE IOWA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE 7TH ST BRIDGE PROJECT. Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that he has written a letter to the Black Hawk County Board of Supervisors in regard to a possible contribution toward the 7th St Bridge Replacement Project. The board has the letter and we are currently awaiting a response.
Mayor Beenblossom stated the street maintenance for the year has been recently completed.
Commissioner Conover mentioned they are currently looking for a new snow plow for the 2017 F-350 and will be trying to complete the purchase prior to this winter. Commissioner Conover and Mayor Beenblossom are investigating several areas that develop standing water after a large rainfall and are looking into possible improvements to help with the the storm water runoff.

Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department activity provided by Chief Cross. Chief Cross continues to work on updating the police department policy manual through Lexipol and is also working on correcting any citation deficiencies they have come across.
Chief Cross left the meeting at 6:53 p.m.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving payment application #3 submitted by Boomerang Corporations for stored materials in the amount of $63,464.71. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Jake Deaver of MSA Professional Services provided a list of things to be completed at request of Boomerang Corporation for the Waste Water Treatment Facility prior to construction beginning. The Public Works personnel will be taking care of these items.
Mayor Beenblossom stated he received an email from Jake Deaver of MSA regarding concerns the contractor has with the roof on the waste water treatment plant and the condition it is in at this time. He let mayor know there may be a change order submitted to avoid removal of any part of the roof and may be of some cost savings to the city. Mayor Beenblossom expressed his concern that the contractor should have been aware of the roof during the bidding process and should have included this as part of the bid.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller stated he and Mayor Beenblossom had a meeting with representatives of AECOM. An agreement was submitted by AECOM for the council’s review. Mayor Beenblossom and Commissioner Miller expressed that the city will need a guarantee of the work being completed prior to any signing of an agreement.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving Mike Ryken’s request to use the outfield of the city diamond for youth football practice. Mr. Ryken has provided proof of insurance to Clerk Kurtz. Motion carried.

Commissioner Miller let the council know that he has asked Quinn put a slab of concrete at the end of the kayak launch in order to make the entrance more gradual rather than a deep drop off when the water gets deeper in the river.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that Pat Dillon will be attending the August 23rd council meeting to be officially appointed as the new city attorney. He also mentioned that if PCI is able to start the fix on the EKCO bridge in September it will be closed for the majority of the month.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
