The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, June 28, 2022 in the council chambers of city hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and council members Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister and Miller present. Also present were city clerk Christa Kurtz, Officer Chad Luck, Jake Deaver of MSA Professional Services, and Leah Rhodes of MSA Professional Services via Zoom, and Brian Dix.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried
Citizen Comments/Concerns: The Council, Mayor, and City Clerk received an email from Rich Borglum expressing concern over the revenues verse expenditures in the budget. Mr. Borglum requested the email be read aloud at the meeting in his absence. The letter was read aloud verbatim by Commissioner McAllister. Mr. Borglum asked the council to practice financial restraint and responsibility in the coming year and also expressed his concern for the possible recession and all other possible economic unknowns we could be facing.

At approximately 6:04 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the proposed Fiscal Year 2021/22 Amended Budget for comments from interested taxpayers and citizens. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed at 6:05 p.m. and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.
Resolved by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve RESOLUTION #1772-22 – A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CURRENT BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2022.  BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa: Following notice published June 16, 2022 and the Public Hearing held June 28, 2022 the current budget is amended as set out herein and in the detail by fund type and activity that supports this resolution which was considered at that hearing:  Public Safety-$495,851, Public Works-$303,634, Culture and Recreation-$269.334, Community and Economic Development-$209,394, General Government-$213,889, Debt Service-$74,120, Capital Projects-$783,965, Business Type/Enterprises-$661,747 and Transfers Out-$308,568 = $3,320,502 Total Expenditures/Transfers Out. MSA Transition Announcement: Jake Deaver of MSA Professional Services introduced himself to the council as Abby Mouw’s replacement. He stated he works from the Dubuque office and currently has 16 years of experience.

MSA Bridge Inspection: Mayor Beenblossom updated Mr. Deaver that all the recommended maintenance given in the bridge inspections report from MSA had been completed.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson to approve City Clerk Kurtz to adjust the Request for Proposal for the annual exam to a span of three years vs the previous one year. Motion carried.
HWE 2nd Addition Development Agreement: City Clerk Kurtz, Mayor Beenblossom, and Mr. Deaver are looking into current costs for inspections done by MSA Professional services on the infrastructure in Hardwood Estates. Developer Gavin Steege expressed some concern with the development agreement in regard to the not-to-exceed $20,000 in costs incurred by the city for inspection fees, and anything more than said amount would be the developer’s responsibility.
Sands 3rd Addition: Mr. Sands has not signed the development agreement and currently has the land up for sale. Mayor Beenblossom is looking into the history of any agreements made between Mr. Sands and the city for the 3rd addition. Mayor Beenblossom also stated that the council will need to sooner than later address the issue of connection fees to the 7th Street East Lift Station.

7th St Bridge Replacement Project: Plans have been submitted to Iowa DOT as of June 7, 2022 for review. Ms. Rhodes recently received comments back from the DOT. Ms. Rhodes checked with the council for their questions if any on the bridge plans and the council did not have any prior to the next submittal date of July 19, 2022. An updated cost estimate was prepared by MSA months prior. Ms. Rhodes referenced initial funding agreements were as follows: state to pay $1 Million in city bridge funds, $500,000 in STBG Funds, and $2 Million in state discretionary funds. Anything after the $3.5 Million would have been the City’s responsibility. Mayor Beenblossom worked with the IDOT and renegotiated the City’s portion of the project which is capped at $2 Million and the state discretionary portion is anything above the 2 from the city. Current estimate is just shy of $6 million. These costs do not include what the city has already spent toward the design portion of the bridge. Ms. Rhodes will be checking into what costs are and are not covered in the City’s portion. Mayor Beenblossom is also working with Bremer and Black Hawk County on some possible funding.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving the Purchase Agreement between Tom Shirk and the City of Janesville for a temporary construction easement on his property located at 804 Main Street (see agreement for official description) at a cost of $170. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving City Clerk Kurtz to complete form 542-1415 entitled “Notice of Intent for NPDES Coverage Under General Permit” as a three-year permit, recommended by MSA Professional Services, at a cost of $350. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Zoom call ended at 6:24 p.m. and Leah Rhodes exited the meeting.

WWTIP 2021: Matt Sadler is Boomerang’s new project manager with a background in commercial construction. Midwest Injection is currently without a site for summer application. They need a sour test to pass due to the Volatile Organic Compounds in the sludge. Commissioner McAllister mentioned that he thought they were planning to store it and apply it at a later time when there was more opportunity. Mr. Deaver stated that the summer application is the best-case scenario, but storing the sludge in the sand filters can be done as well and will have to be done if it is not applied this summer. Commissioner Robinson reiterated that he wants the sludge placed in the sand filters if a summer application site cannot be found so the project can continue moving and the general contractor cannot delay the project any longer.
Resolved by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Miller to approve resolution 1773-22: A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING WORK COVERING THE 7TH STREET EAST LIFT STATION PROJECT. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution approved and adopted this 28th day of June 2022.
Jake Deaver exited meeting at 6:36 p.m.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving to table a decision to provide financial assistance for the Janesville Days Celebration pending further information. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving to send out Request for Proposals for a new city attorney with a deadline recommended by current city attorney Boveia. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Aable Terminix’s quote for mosquito control treatments at a cost of $600 per treatment on June 30th, July 19th, and August 11th and waiting on the September 1st and council will revisit pending mosquito presence. Motion carried.
EKCO Bridge: Mayor Beenblossom stated that Mr. Durbahn informed him they are looking a new bridge approach policy put out by the DOT and they are looking at redoing the concrete. Mr. Durbahn said he would contact Mayor Beenblossom to set up a meeting with himself, the mayor, and commissioner Miller to discuss the plan or action. Mr. Durbahn also reassured Mayor Beenblossom that the repairs would be at no cost to the city and the city would be reimbursed for the cost of the temporary plates already installed on the bridge approaches.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
