Commissioner Miller let the council know that the mobile radar speed sign is up and running and is currently located on Pine Street.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving Alex Wertjes and Colton Gaede as official reserve officers for the City of Janesville Police Department. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister and Robinson. Motion 
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner absent. No Report.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller let the council know that the Lions Club members took the time to clean and paint the Lions Club Shelter. While the City provided the paint, the Lions Club members put in the work. Commissioner Miller and the rest of the City Council would like to extend a sincere thank you for the Lions Club members vested interest and work ethic to keep the shelter looking great, as it is an important part of the city park.
