Special City Council Proceedings

February 25, 2020
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, February 25, 2020 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson and McAllister present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Officer, Taylor Cross, Dennis Miller, Cindy Dobbs, and Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve Dennis L. Miller’s appointment to fill City Council vacancy.  Motion carried.
Mayor Beenblossom administered the Oath of Office to newly appointed Council Member, Dennis L. Miller.

7th Street Bridge Replacement Project Update:

Upon Mr. Elsinger’s recommendation, a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve the Iowa Department of Transportation’s offer for Fiscal Year 2021 City Bridge Funding for the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
The project must be let within three years of the signed funding agreement, which will be sent to the City upon acceptance.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to solicit “Request for Proposals”, as were prepared and presented by Mr. Elsinger, for inspections of the 7th Street Bridge.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Miller approving to allow the Iowa DOT Commissioners to cross the 7th Street Bridge in April 2020 in their specially chartered bus (approximate weight of 11 tons) to allow them to see the age, condition, narrow travel lanes, etc. of said bridge and the importance of timing for its future replacement and the Iowa DOT’s US 218 improvement project.  Motion carried.
A follow-up meeting with the Iowa DOT is scheduled for 2:00 p.m. on Thursday, March 12, 2020.  Due to the number of Council Members interested in attending this meeting and the possibility for a quorum, it will be considered a special meeting of the Council and an agenda will be posted as required.
7th Street East Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the dewatering system for the lift station structures has been installed, however the dewatering system will not start up until the structures are delivered to the site and are ready to be placed.  MSA is currently reviewing shop drawings submitted by the Contractor and will continue to provide weekly construction updates throughout the project.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve, as presented, the Driveway Permit Application for the entrance to the 7th Street East Lift Station.  Motion carried.
Wastewater Facility Improvements Design Project Update:

Per Mr. Elsinger’s report, MSA has been in correspondence with the IDNR regarding the proposed project and options for making improvements based off existing groundwater condition and facility deficiencies.  IDNR was in agreeance with the following project scope in order to achieve compliance with current and near future facility effluent limits:  replace the course bubble submerged aeration system with a fine bubble submerged aeration system, replace antiqued blowers and air header piping, replace some valving around the facility site, and provide a standby generator.  This means the City does not have to replace its existing lagoon liners with synthetic liners nor do the lagoon berms/floor need to be raised to utilize the existing clay lines.  However, the City should be prepared for the need to complete a major upgrade and possible relocation of the treatment facility when the lagoon system can no longer hydraulically serve the City (currently projected in 20 years but ultimately dependent on population growth).

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the Wastewater Treatment Improvement Design Professional Services Agreement wit MSA Professional Services at a cost of $97,500.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Miller to approve the publication of the Public Notice, as presented, that the City of Janesville’s Wastewater Facility Upgrade Project is eligible for a Categorical Exclusion from NEPA Review and is being funded in part or whole by SRF funding.  Motion carried.

LTD Broadband Proposal:

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve LTD’s Broadband Proposal as presented.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Fiscal Year 2020/2021 Proposed Budget Preparation:
Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the Maximum Property Tax dollars for Fiscal Year July 1, 2020 – June 30, 2021 for comments from interested citizens.  After giving the opportunity for all desiring to be heard, Mayor Beenblossom closed the public hearing and turned the matter over to the City Council for their review and consideration.
The City Clerk reported that the property tax dollars requested for the current budget is $408,049.  The maximum property tax dollars of $453,361 for FY2021 represents an increase of 11.10% over last years asking or an increase of $45,312.  The current Tax Levy is $9.83012 with the FY2021 calculated 384.15A Maximum Tax Rate at $10.58559.  The proposed Ag Land and Debt Service Tax Levies are not included in the above totals.  An additional Public Notice and Hearing (which will include the total tax levy rate) is required before the final adoption of the Fiscal Year 2020/2021 Budget.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve RESOLUTUTION #1676 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE MAXIMUM PROPERTY TAX DOLLARS FOR FISCAL YEAR JULY 1, 2020 – JUNE 30, 2021 AT $453,361 AND MAXIMUM LEVY FOR AFFECTED PROPERTY TAX LEVIES AT $10.58559.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Miller and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 25th day of February 2020.
