Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to approve the following Consent Agenda items as amended: August 8, 2022 Regular City Council Proceedings, August 23, 2022 Special City Council Proceedings, and August Budget and Treasurer’s Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and, Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the addition of Vision Insurance to the city insurance policy with Wellmark at a cost of $6.08 per month for each eligible employee and any additional costs for family coverage to be covered by employee. Motion carried.

Upon the Council’s review and scoring of the annual exam proposals from Hogan – Hanson and Keith Oltrogge, CPA, PC, a motion was made by McAllister and seconded by Miller to approve the Term of Engagement and Agreement for FY 2022, 2023, 2024 annual exams with Keith Oltrogge, CPA, PC at a cost not to exceed $2950, $3000, and $3100 for the corresponding years. Motion carried.

General: Commissioner Stapleton informed the council that the Lion’s Club will be hosting a fundraiser on Friday, September 23, 2022 with all proceeds going toward the 319 Main St. Library Construction Project. The Lion’s Club and Fidelity Bank and Trust will be providing a free meal with free will donations accepted. It will be hosted at the empty lot south of the new library building from 11:00 AM – 1:30 PM. Commissioner Stapleton also let the council know the library has received a $75,000 Black Hawk Gaming Association Grant to go toward the project. The library will receive 75% of the grant at the start of construction on the building, the remaining 25% after completion of the project, and must be used within one year of the award date of August 2022. Commissioner Stapleton also mentioned the final details for the generator hook up have been completed and Elsamiller Electric is to be running a final test for operation soon.
Motion by Robinson and seconded by Conover approving the quote from Zeien Excavating for the storm water repairs at the intersection of Main St. and 1st St. at a cost of $6975 and the intersection of Sycamore St. and 7th St. at a cost of $3851.89. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving Officer Chad Luck’s attendance to the Midwest Case Law Street Cop Training on October 11, 2022 in Sioux City at a cost of $199 plus wages and meals. Motion carried.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister let Chief Cross know that he and Officer and Luck are doing a good job keeping the community safe and that he appreciates their hard work.
Gary Boveia entered the meeting at 6:28 p.m.

Mayor Beenblossom asked that the presentation plaque be moved to this time in the meeting.

Mayor Beenblossom presented former City Attorney Gary Boveia with a plaque of appreciation from the city. He thanked Mr. Boveia for his 50 years of dedicated service from 1973 to 2022 to the City of Janesville and wished him luck with his future endeavors. The council members shook Mr. Boveia’s hand and expressed their gratitude for his service. Attorney Boveia shared some of his memories of the events during his time with the city and also thanked the council for providing him the opportunity to grow as an attorney.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that he had asked Boomerang to show their line item for the roof change order. He is awaiting a response from Boomerang on this issue and also an issue that was discussed about some valves that have never been used. The mayor also made mention that Midwest injection has ran out of room for their sludge application, but have assured him this would not slow progression of the project.

Chief Cross exited the meeting at 6:47 p.m.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to inform the current trailer court owners that water and sewer must be capped at the address associated with account number 39402 to guarantee no usage before forgiveness is considered. When proof of this is provided possible forgiveness will be re-evaluated. Motion carried.
Gary Boveia exited the meeting at 7:06 p.m.
