City Clerk Kurtz let the council know that budget meetings will need to be scheduled soon and also the annual exam will take place Thursday, December 15, 2022.

Streets: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know there will be a press release issued for the closing of the 7th Street Bridge.

Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent. Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that all three officers were on duty during Jingle in Janesville. Chief Cross also provided each council member with his monthly report prior to the meeting.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving Payment Application #6 submitted by Boomerang Corporation in the amount of $12,635.00. Mr. Deaver of MSA Professional Services has given his recommendation to pay this request via email to City Clerk Kurtz. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving MSA Professional Service’s invoice R14015014.0-15 in the amount of $10,170.00 for work done on the WWTIP 2021. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.

Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller stated the handrail on the EKCO bridge has not been repaired, but he has spoken to Mr. Durbahn of AECOM and Patriot Fencing will be doing the repair on behalf of Boulder Construction. Commissioner Miller also spoke with Mr. Durbahn in regard to some concrete that had been damaged during the repair work being done on the EKCO bridge. Mr. Durbahn let Commissioner Miller know that he would look into this issue and get back with him.
