Special City Council Proceedings

April 21, 2021
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday April 21, 2021 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Miller, Robinson, Stapleton, Conover and McAllister present. Also present was City Clerk Christa Kurtz, Library Director Lisa Biersner, library board members Kathy Sundstedt and Nazee Jabbari, and Meaghin Vossberg.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton to approve Christy Ryken, Mike Borwig, Adam Hein, Meaghin Vossberg, Serena Zwanziger, Weylon Heiser, and Ryan Destival as volunteer coaches for the youth baseball and softball programs for the 2021 season starting April 22, 2021 and ending June 30, 2021. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving to submit a bid not to exceed $250,000 for the purchase of 319 Main Street, which consists of four (4) parcels. If bid is accepted this building will be used as the new location for the Janesville Public Library. Fundraising will be done by the library to complete the renovations needed to make the space suitable for library needs and also for the furnishings needed for the new space. The library will contribute a maximum of $194,404 and the City will contribute a maximum of $55,596 towards the purchase of the building and property. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Lisa Biersner, Nazee Jabbari, and Kathy Sundstedt exited the meeting at 6:20 p.m.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to hire Naomi Hovenga as the 2021 Summer Recreation Director at $11.00 per hour for a maximum of 68 hours running the month of June 2021. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to accept Randy Samec’s letter of resignation. The Council expressed their thankfulness for former Officer Samec’s service to the City and wished him the best of luck in his new endeavor. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller directing the city clerk to submit an advertisement to the Waverly Newspaper and also post on the City’s Facebook page and website for a new full-time police officer with an application deadline of May 24, 2021 at 4:00 p.m. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Meaghin Vossberg exited the meeting at 6:42 p.m.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to accept Orkin’s Pest/Rodent Control Proposal for the Waste Water Treatment Plant for $575 for the term of 12 months. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
