City Council Proceedings

April 9, 2018

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the following Consent Agenda items:  March 12, 2018 City Council Proceedings, March 31, 2018 Budget & Treasurer Reports, Laurie Dilley’s resignation from the Janesville Library Board, effective May 1, 2018, and Janesville Riviera-Roose Community Center’s Class C Liquor License (includes Outdoor Service Area and Sunday Sales) pending receipt of the satisfactory inspection reports and dram shop coverage.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of the $150 per person registration fee plus appropriate costs for wages and mileage, if applicable, for Public Works Director Wrage and Public Works Assistant Hoerman to attend the Iowa DNR’s Lagoon Training Day Course on 5/3/18 at the Clarion Inn University Plaza in Cedar Falls and payment of the $25 per person registration fee plus appropriate costs for wages and mileage, if applicable for Public Works Director Wrage, Public Works Assistant Hoerman, and other city officials and/or employees interested in attending the IAWEA Small Community Workshop – Small Community Wastewater Infrastructure – on 4/12/18 at the Memorial Building in Dike.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.

At approximately 6:22 p.m., Mayor Carroll opened the Public Hearing to gather comments regarding the adoption of ORDINANCE #330 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 220 OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES, ARTICLE XIII, SECTION 13.00(2) AND 13.00(3) AS IT RELATES TO OFF-STREET PARKING WITHIN THE COPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA.

Council Member Bettis stated he had spoken to Randy McKenzie, Bremer County Building & Zoning Administrator, earlier today regarding some questions/concerns he had with the proposed ordinance.  His concerns were addressed and he stated he understands that these changes mainly affect our Main Street business/commercial district.
There being no written nor any additional comments, Mayor Carroll declared the Public Hearing closed at approximately 6:29 p.m. and presented the proposed ORDINANCE #330 to the Council for their consideration.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve, as presented,  ORDINANCE #330 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 220 OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES, ARTICLE XIII, SECTION 13.00(2) AND 13.00(3) AS IT RELATES TO OFF-STREET PARKING WITHIN THE COPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA on its first reading.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Ed Hood of Hood & Phalen Insurance Services presented the city’s insurance renewal proposal to the Council and answered various questions.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of the $30,360 premium to Hood & Phalen Insurance Services for the renewal, as presented, of the city’s insurance for the period covering April 1, 2018 – April 1, 2019.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to set a Public Hearing for 6:00 p.m. on Monday, May 14, 2018 in the City Hall Council Chambers to review and consider the Fiscal Year 2017/18 Proposed Amended Budget.  Motion carried.

Traci Berry, Janesville First Responder Director, addressed the Council regarding the possibility of increasing membership to their organization.  Ms. Berry would like to amend the By-Laws by broadening the definition of Associate Members.  She would like to allow individuals that currently work inside the district and/or reside outside the district that are interested in responding to calls within Janesville’s first responder district as Associate Members. 
The following insurance coverage questions were presented to Mr. Hood via an email in February 2018:

Would a responder, who lives outside the district, be covered under the city’s insurance if she/he were to respond from their current address?  What do we have for insurance coverage from the City when responding to or when on an emergency scene?   Mr. Hood’s response, in part, was as follows:

1.
Any person (acting as a first responder) responding to the request or call on behalf of the city would be covered under the City’s coverage as any first responder within the responding area.  The person residing outside of the responder area will not affect the city’s insurance extending to the responder.  The important thing is that the responder is acting on behalf of the city, at the request of the city, to provide aid in an emergency situation or anything else that could be usual and incidental to the services of a first responder.

While in transit to the emergency scene, the city’s auto liability would afford coverage to the responder, but the actual physical damage to the responder’s vehicle would be provided by the responder’s own auto coverage.

Upon discussion, a motion was made by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve Dr. Michele Devlin and Mark Grey as Associate Members of the Janesville First Responders.  Motion carried.

The Janesville First Responder By-Laws will be amended to accommodate the discussed changes regarding Associate Members.
Larry Borglum with Kay Enterprises, entered meeting at approximately 6:55 p.m.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve the following for Janesville Days 2018 (scheduled for July 27 & 28):  Street Closures - Friday, July 27th (At Various Times Throughout the Day) -  Main Street from 1st  Street – 4th Street, 3rd Street from Sycamore Street to Alley West of Janesville Pool & Tap and 2nd Street from Sycamore Street to Alley West of Main Street, Saturday, July 28th (All Day) - Main Street from 1st Street – 4th Street, 3rd Street from Sycamore Street to  Alley West of Janesville Pool & Tap, 2nd Street from Sycamore Street to Alley West of Main Street, and Main Street from Barrick Road to 4th Street.  Saturday, July 28th (9:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. for Parade) - Barrick Road from Pine Street to Main Street, Main Street from Barrick Road to 4th Street, 4th Street from Main Street to Chestnut Street, and Chestnut Street from 4th Street to Barrick Road, and a FY 2018/19 City contribution of $1,000 for payment after 7/1/18, for bills presented, generally invoices for porta-potties, landfill fees and other miscellaneous.  Motion carried.
The Council discussed the 7th Street Pump Station, Sewer, & Water Extension and Improvement Project.  Larry Borglum with Kay Enterprises expressed his interest in hooking up to city water and possibly sewer services.  Mr. Borglum’s secondary option includes a proposal from Iowa Regional Utilities Association.  The Council asked Mr. Durbahn to prepare cost estimates for the extension of water and sewer to Kay Enterprises for possible inclusion with the above mentioned project.
Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services presented an update on the Stormwater Utility Study and Implementation and the proposed Stormwater Ordinances.  A brief discussion followed.  Mr. Elsinger suggested the scheduling of a special meeting/workshop to further discuss the proposed Stormwater Ordinances.  The City Clerk was asked to coordinate said workshop.
Discussion then led to the need for a Wastewater Treatment Facility Plan.  Mr. Elsinger was asked to draft a plan for presentation to the Council at their next meeting, scheduled for Monday, May 14, 2018.

The Council briefly discussed the possible need for installing gates on the 7th Street Bridge.  No action was taken.
The Finance Committee updated the Council on the status of the Banking Services Proposals.  The Finance Committee has completed interviews with representatives from the Denver Savings Bank, Farmers State Bank, First National Bank and State Bank.  The Finance Committee will proceed to check references and prepare the appropriate documents for review and consideration by the Council at their next meeting.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the following seasonal/part-time personnel for the Janesville 2018 Summer Recreation and Little League Program:    Morgan Stanhope as the 2nd – 6th Grade Softball Coach for a maximum of 150 hours at $10.00 per hour and Molly Bolt as the Summer Recreation Director for a maximum of 68 hours at $10.00 per hour.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Aable/Terminix Pest Control’s Mosquito Management Proposal as presented with the treatments to be scheduled as determined by Council Member/Parks & Recreation Commissioner, Deb Hanson.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve and accept Dustin Mooty’s resignation as a Janesville Police Officer, effective April 14, 2018.  Motion carried.

Council Member Bettis expressed his appreciation for Officer Mooty’s service to the City of Janesville and wished him the best on his new endeavors.

Mayor Carroll, Safety Commissioner Bettis, and Police Chief Samec will meet to discuss and prepare the appropriate police officer help wanted ad for placement in the Waverly Newspapers.

The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table the request for Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz’s attendance at the Iowa Municipal Professionals Institute for additional information.  Motion carried.

The City Clerk presented the City’s Annual Exam Report for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2017 to the Mayor and Council, as was prepared by Keith Oltrogge, CPA firm.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 9:18 p.m.
