City Council Proceedings

November 12, 2018

The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 12, 2018 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, and Bettis present.  Absent were Council Members Robinson and Hanson.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Mark Durbahn with AECOM, Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Richard White, Guy Pariseau, Brenda Schmidtke, and Meaghin & Philip Vossberg.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Citizen Comments/Complaints:  Brenda Schmidtke asked the council to consider a project for a “Welcome to Janesville” sign.  This was investigated a few years ago with roadblocks created by the availability of land and Iowa Department of Transportation regulations. Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the following Consent Agenda items:  October 8, 2018 and October 25, 2018 Regular and Special City Council Proceedings, October 31, 2018 Budget & Treasurer Reports, and Brad Hjelmeland’s resignation from Janesville Planning & Zoning Commission.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson and Hanson.  Motion carried.
Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve payment of the $475 registration fees and appropriate costs for wages, meals, and mileage for Public Works Assistant, Dave Flood, to attend Kirkwood Community College Continuing Education Class - “Basic Wastewater Training” at Hawkeye CC Business Community Education Center in Cedar Falls next month subject to his signing a training reimbursement agreement with the City.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve payment of the $135 registration fee and appropriate costs for wages for Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, to participate in Kirkwood Community College Continuing Education Online Class – Water Distribution:  Distribution Facilities.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Samec presented quotes for a new replacement in-car computer from Keltek.  This matter will be placed on the agenda of the next city council meeting for council review and consideration.

Police Chief Samec reported that Police Officer, Taylor Cross, has satisfactorily completed 90 days of employment with the City and is eligible for a wage increase.  This matter will be placed on the agenda of the next council meeting for council review and consideration.

Blazek Corporation has been unable to make the necessary ground improvements to a property, a part of the Barrick Road Water Extension & Improvement Project, therefore a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table the Final Pay Estimate #6 and RESOLUTION #1622 – A RESOLUTION ON FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF THE BARRICK ROAD WATER EXTENSION AND IMPROVEMENT PROJECT until the necessary ground maintenance improvements have been completed.  Motion carried.
Mr. Durbahn and City Attorney Boveia reported that the detention basin has not been accepted due to the need for the erosion control and necessary seeding to be completed.  Unfortunately, due to weather conditions, that will probably not take place until next spring.

Due to the upcoming bid letting for the Seventh Street Lift Station, Sewer and Water Improvement Project, City Attorney Boveia informed the council that he will redraft the proposed resolution for the acceptance of the Sands First Addition to include language reflecting “Subject to completion of the detention basin and approval by the civil engineers representing the State Bank, Jim Sands and the City approving the completion and transfer of the detention basin to the city and execution of the seven foot access easement along the south boundary of Lot 6, a part of the subdivision by Jim Sands.”
Mr. Durbahn stated the council needs to define the Seventh Street Lift Station, Sewer & Water Extension & Improvement Project; determine whether or not to continue the project to Wildcat Way and/or Kay Enterprises.
City Clerk Murley reported that Council Member Robinson plans to meet with Larry Borglum of Kay Enterprises to determine possible connection fees and the feasibility of extending water to said business.
Mr. Durbahn stated Iowa Wausau out of Independence should be in town this week to work on reducing the settlement of the approach panels at the EKCO Bridge.
Mr. Elsinger gave a brief update on the Wastewater Facility Plan.  Public Works Director Wrage completed the sludge judging of the lagoon cells and MSA is reviewing the results to determine sludge volume.  Mr. Elsinger recently received confirmation from the Iowa DNR that the wastewater treatment plant property is outside the delineated floodway but within the 100-year flood plain.  Mr. Elsinger will continue to discuss and review aeration system upgrade options with Public Works Director Wrage and Council Member Robinson.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve ORDINANCE #333 – STORMWATER UTILITY on its second reading subject to the addition of language for the stormwater fees to be charged monthly and authorizing the city clerk to certify delinquent fees to the appropriate county treasurer’s office to establish a lien against the real estate, all a part of the city’s current water, sewer, and refuse/garbage ordinances.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes - Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson and Hanson.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table review and consideration of the potential stormwater projects and RESOLUTION #1626 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE SURPLUS TRANSFER OF $40,000 TO A NEWLY CREATED STORMWATER UTILITY FUND (740) until ORDINANCE #333 is approved on its third and/or final reading.  Motion carried.

Emery Griffith filed a reimbursement claim for sidewalk repairs due to alleged damage caused by a tree dropping on his sidewalk when Nichols Tree Service was performing work for the city.  Mr. Nichols was removing a tree in city right-of-way.  City Attorney Boveia reported that Nichols Tree Service had liability insurance coverage in place when he performed the tree removal services for the city.  It was determined that a letter should be sent to Mr. Nichols stating that because he is bonded and responsible for any damages incident to work performed on behalf of the City of Janesville, reimbursement of $224 by Nichols Tree Service for repairing the sidewalk should be made immediately.  The city will not contract for services by Mr. Nichols until the appropriate payment is made to Mr. Griffith.
Meaghin & Philip Vossberg asked the city to consider reimbursing them for alleged damage caused by a sewer backup in April 2018.  City Attorney Boveia stated he investigated the claim by speaking with Paul Loerts, Adjuster with EMC Insurance (city’s carrier) regarding same.  John Vossberg, Philip’s father, has title to the property his son is occupying and there was homeowner’s insurance on the residence with Farm Bureau.  Farm Bureau made a payment on the claim to the Vossberg’s.  Both insurance companies found no liability or negligence by the city in terms of their performing regular maintenance (cleaning) on the sewer mains.  City Attorney Boveia advised the council that they have no legal responsibility for any damage claims being made by the Vossberg’s.  Although the Mayor and Council were sympathetic to the Vossberg’s loss, they were not in a position to make payment for their personal damage claims.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve and authorize, as presented, the renewal of the city’s current employee health and dental insurance plan (an approximate 4.93% increase – Health only) with Wellmark, effective January 1, 2019, along with the Notice of Renewal Rates Form and Confirmation of MSP Addendum Form.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson and Hanson.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table the review and consideration of costs for placing the City Code of Ordinances on line for additional information and possible quotes.  Motion carried.
Resolved by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve RESOLUTION #1628 – A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE CLERK TO PUBLISH NOTICE OF HEARING ON THE ADOPTION OF THE PROPOSED “CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILE, IOWA.”  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, and Bettis.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson and Hanson.  Resolution approved and adopted this 12th day of November 2018.

Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson and Hanson.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve the Fiscal Year 2018 Annual Urban Renewal Report as presented and prepared by the City Clerk.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving Council Member Robinson’s recommendation to use Garbage/Recycling Fund cash reserves to cover the increased costs for garbage and recycling collection and disposal fees, to review again in approximately one year, and to continue and encourage citizen participation in recycling by distributing educational materials and making possible presentation to residents, business owners and school officials, and thus improving the environment and reducing landfill costs.  Motion carried.
The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.  Mayor Carroll asked the Council to consider ideas to show appreciation to our emergency responders.  Due to the city’s anticipated growth and forthcoming personnel changes, Mayor Carroll expressed her desire to explore a possible city manager position for the city and all it entails.  She plans to contact the Public Administration Department at UNI for further information and guidance from professors and/or students.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 8:57 p.m.
